Committee Reports

Neighborhood Watch Report (read by Kate Bloomquist) 

Beautification/Greenspace Update Will be meeting soon with Liz from the City Parks to schedule clean-up of Hegener Trail. Henry asked Jack Wooster to possibly take over as the Chair. They will meet to discuss. Kevin motioned to allocate $2500.00, seconded by Leslie, as a starting budget for the Greenspace projects. Any single purchase over $500.00 to be approved by the Board. Perhaps suggest that a program might be started to dedicate benches, trees, etc. Motion carries, none opposed.

Land Use Committee: (Kevin Spence) Oakwood Apartments has a planned expansion for 47th and Tamiami Trail(will go to City on June 12). 96 apartments and a 3-story building. 20% of the apartments reserved for those who make only Social Security or equivalent. Corwood vacation request has been partially approved; South of Corwood remains under  public easement; North of Corwood, the public easement was vacated but the land remains encumbered by a utility easement. . David moved that we send the Murrays a letter of appreciation for their allowances and cooperation for designating the south side of Corwood to remain a public easement. Proposed by David and seconded by Kevin. 

Membership Committee: (Rita Mann) 245 members. All welcome letters, etc. are up to date. Please promote membership. Letters and envelopes will need to be printed soon. 

Events Committee: (Jacqueline Crouse) Several successful events have taken place in the past few months: Mama G’s and Bacres. Next Tuesday, 7:00, will be Trivia Night at the Mable. In August there will be another dinner at Bacres, and in September John Olenski will lead yoga at Sapphire Shores Park. Open for suggestions for October and December. 

CCNA: (Kevin and Richard).  League of Women Voters and City PAC presented about the importance of voting. Liz Alpert spoke up to say that she was not happy that City PAC endorsed a candidate (did not think that City PAC is non-partisan). The Board agreed to send out an email blast mid-June promoting the non-partisan candidate forums on July 11th and July 17th. 

Old Business
Website redesign proposal ad hoc committee: Volunteers are Kate, Henry, Rita, Laura Campbell, John Olenski, Travis. Richard is concerned about the security of our website, based on scam emails that we have received. We need to add that to our list of needs with the new website. In the meantime, take personal information off the website. Kate will do that. 

New Business:  Open board seat, and Rita may have 2 contacts in the neighborhood who might be interested. 
Also, John Olenski will be resigning at the end of the year so a new treasurer candidate will be needed. Don Farr is also predicting that he will likely be moving, as his house is now on the market. 

Do we want to continue using signs for meetings. Perhaps a sign coordinator on the board so we can break up the duties for the 4 meetings a year?

Membership and promotion: Some people have said that they are not getting the emails. Add this to questions for Travis (how to update, check email addresses from those that go out through MailChimp.

Jennifer Gould on LUC has concerns with the OASIS Social Club (gambling) opening soon on Tamiami Trail. Questions might be why will  they be open until 2:00? Will there be liquor, will there be loud music? Kevin is going to do some investigating of city code, etc and visit the owners. 

Member Comments:  How to prevent speakers at a semi-annual meeting from running away on a topic not related to the agenda. Do we want to have the business meeting first, then presentations? 

Guest comments: At the end of Acacia and Sun Circle, when it rains the water piles up. Sapphire Drive needs some repaving. Kevin told him CCNA can be one resource since City staff attend those meetings.
